In 2010 Centre accomplished its commitments in the field of research work and popularization and protection of cultural heritage as well.

 Five books are ready for publication;
Center's periodical - 'Georgian Antiquates" (Saqartvelos Sidzveleni), #14 has been published;

Various articles and papers of the scholars of the Centre have been published in local and international periodicals and collections;
In 2010, Centre was co-organizer of 2 international conference held in Tbilisi; 
In 2010, Centre organized exhibition – 'Armenian Artists of Tbilisi' in collaboration with Ministry of Culture and Monument Preservation of Georgia;
During 2010, S. Kobuladze Laboratory for Monuments Photo-recording of the Centre updated its archive with new materials. 
Scholars of the Centre have received research  grants (3 from international and 2 from – local foundations).

Professor Kitty Machabeli received G. Chubinashvili award from Georgian Academy of Sciences for her book – 'Early Medieval Georgian Stone Crosses'. 

During 2010, Centre organized several scientific expeditions in Georgia as well as in  Armenia in order to study Georgian monuments preserved on the territory of Armenia. 

Centre continues collaboration with Max Plank Kunsthistorische Institute in Florence  and University of Basel. 

Centre collaborates with different local and foreign institutions.

29 scholars of the Centre are lecturing in different Universities and high schools.
Scholars of the Centre participate as experts  in different scientific  boards. 

In 2009 the Municipality of Tbilisi allocated a building (address: 9, Atoneli St.)  for G. Chubinashvili Centre. The building needs serious repair  and reconstruction and at present Centre tries to raise funds for those works.
